Due to shortage of 
staffing, summer enrollment is on a first-come-first-serve basis.

Parents are contracted to pay the full 10 
months of tuition from September to June. If you choose to leave early for summer vacation, 
you are still contractually obligated to pay for the full month tuition of June.
